CFSC Young Friend Internship Program
What is Canadian Friends Service Committee?

Canadian Friends Service Committee, founded in 1931, is the peace and service arm of Canadian Yearly Meeting of the Religious Society of Friends (Quakers). CFSC strives to respond to calls of the Spirit to be of service and to discern the means for expressing love and care for all creation. We believe that there is that of God in every person. This leads us to try to alleviate suffering, to promote justice and peace, and to inform ourselves and others on these concerns. (For more information, visit www.quakerservice.ca) 
The programs of Canadian Friends Service Committee focus on peace, human rights, justice for Indigenous peoples, refugees, restorative justice and the prison system, and international development. Friends appointed to CFSC by Canadian Yearly Meeting oversee and help to implement the Committee's work. Staff work from the national office, located at Friends House in Toronto (ON), and field offices in BC and Ontario. 
What does an intern do (general description of internship)?

The purpose of the internship is to provide Young Friends and attenders with the opportunity to engage in the work of CFSC and our partner organizations. Canadian Friends Service Committee interns work both in the CFSC national office (four days a week) and on a local direct-service project (one day a week), such as at a food bank. Intern's special skills and interests will be taken into account in the selection of direct-service opportunities. 

Interns observe and participate in CFSC’s work, gaining valuable work experience. While in the office, interns will assist with basic clerical and administrative tasks; undertake directed research, writing and other activities; and participate in CFSC committee meetings (as agreed upon in the workplan), the annual sessions of Canadian Yearly Meeting (in August), and other events.  
Examples of potential tasks include: 
· writing articles about CFSC projects and Friends peace and justice concerns for Quaker Concern and The Canadian Friend (Canadian Friends periodicals);
·  research on a specific issue for a briefing paper or to feed into CFSC’s engagement on the issue; 
· engaging with Young Friends about their concerns and strengthening relationships between Young Friends and CFSC; 
· assembling resource materials on Friends’ concerns; 
· speaking about Service Committee and the internship at Friends gatherings; 
· helping with mailings,filing, and other clerical duties; and 
· accompanying Friends to ecumenical social justice meetings (such as Project Ploughshares, Canadian Council of Churches’ Commission for Justice and Peace). 

Service opportunities include work with local direct-service agencies (ex. food banks), work camp at NeeKauNis, etc.  This is arranged by the intern during the development of the intern’s workplan. 

Who can be an intern?

Any one between the ages of 20-29 years of age who is interested may apply – however, the internship is designed with Young Friends (i.e. young adult Quakers, or attenders of Quaker Meeting) in mind. All applications will be given serious consideration. All applicants should have a clear interest in Quaker service work and be prepared to make a four-month commitment. Knowledge of Quaker beliefs and previous community service is an asset. The internship is generally located in Toronto (with possible of assignment in Ottawa, depending on program needs and applicant’s gifts and interests). Applicants should seek a letter of support from their Monthly Meeting, if they are Quaker, and even if they are not Quaker, must have at least one Quaker reference in order to be eligible. 

Interns receive a living allowance of $850/month. Efforts will be made by CFSC to secure a billet (accommodation) with a Quaker family but such an arrangement cannot be guaranteed.

Job Description - CFSC Intern

General Description:

Specific Tasks (A detailed workplan is drafted by the Intern and General Secretary):
· Administrative support (mail, filing, clerical, organizing, correspondence, etc.)

· Research and writing (articles for Quaker publications, reports or ground work for CFSC committees, etc.)

· Special projects (as assigned by the General Secretary)

· Educational activities (assigned Quaker writings, meetings of organizations of which CFSC or CYM is a member and which is engaged in social justice work, etc.)

· Voluntary service in the community (with a Quaker or non-Quaker organization) (see below for list of possible options)
· End of service reflection paper

Reporting and accountability:

The Intern reports to the General Secretary or in his/her absence, then to the Finance Administrator and/or Office Administrator.  In turn, the General Secretary and others, as designated, have a responsibility to ensure that the Intern is provided adequate training, instruction, feedback and support. Near the end of service, there is an exit interview with a member of the Personnel sub-Committee of CFSC.

Terms of employment:

· Four-month term of service (May 1 - August 31st).

· 35 hours per week (time in lieu for over time)

· $850 per month stipend, paid on 15th of the month.

· Accommodation is the responsibility of the intern, however, efforts will be made to find a billet with a Quaker family but provision of such accommodation cannot be guaranteed by CFSC. 

· A Committee of Care will be appointed by CFSC’s Personnel Committee.
